Hyderabad: The Telangana government
ordered a CBI probe into Kaleshwaram
project issue. The government already
constituted former Supreme Court judge
Justice Pinaki Chandra Ghosh
Commission to investigate the alleged
irregularities, misuse of public funds and
corruption in the construction of
Medigadda, Annaram and Sundilla bar-
rages in the Kaleshwaram project. The
Ghose Commission of Inquiry submitted
its report to the government on July 31,
2025. The state cabinet approved by the
commission report on August 4, 2025.
The state cabinet also took decision to
table the report in the assembly and dis-
cussed in detail. The Ghose Commission
found several irregularities including neg-
ligence, deliberate suppression of facts
and financial irregularities. The
Commission concluded that faults took
place in the construction of the three bar-
rages. The commission also exposed the
previous BRS government 's failure in
preparing the plan to construct the

Kaleshwaram project. The National Dam
Safety Authority (NDSA) report stated
that Medigadda barrage was damaged
due to lack of planning, design and qual-
ity control deficiencies. The NDSA has
identified that the defects in the construc-
tion were due to poor quality and mainte-
nance. The NDSA and the Commission
reports have made it clear it required a
deeper and more comprehensive investi-
gation is on all these issues.  Inter-state
entities, various departments and agen-

cies of the Central and State
Governments are involved in this project.
Since Central Public Sector
Undertakings like WAPCOS and financial
institutions like PFC and REC are
involved in the design, construction and
financing of the project, the government
decided to hand over this case to the
Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI).
Hence, the House took a decision to
hand over the investigation of the
Kaleshwaram project case to the Central
Bureau of Investigation.  During the
debate on Ghose Commission report in
the assembly, Chief Minister A Revanth
Reddy said that Kaleshwaram
Corporation was formed for the construc-
tion of the Kaleshwaram project and bor-
rowed Rs. 85,449 crores. The previous
BRS government borrowed Rs. 27,738
crores at 11.5 percent interest from
Power Finance Corporation and another
Rs. 30,536 crores borrowed at 12 per-
cent interest. " We have paid Rs. 19,879
crores as principal amount for the loans

they took so far. Rs. 29,956 crores was
paid as interest to various banks. A total
of Rs. 49,835 crores have been paid to
banks so far. We still have a burden of
Rs. 60,869 crores" the CM said that it
required Rs 47,000 crore to complete the
leftover works in Kaleshwaram project.
The CM noted that On October 21, 2020,
the engineer filed a complaint of the dam-
age of the barrage at Mahadevpur police
station. The then Chief Minister K
Chandrashekhar Rao has also received
a report . Police forces were deployed
around Medigadda at that time and not
even a single person was allowed to
come. The chief minister pointed out that
it was KCR who shifted the barrage to
Medigadda from Tummidihatti. The rea-
son for changing the technology was the
then Irrigation minister T Harish Rao. The
CM alleged that the BRS rulers swindled
public money through Kaleshwaram proj-
ect.

Diesel Locoshed has received 123 KAVACH units
for Phase 1 commissioning. For system testing, a
dedicated station kavach and a 500-meter test
track have been established by the Diesel Loco
Shed.    

The Kavach equipment, feature of Automatic pro-
tection against head-on collisions and signal-
related accidents. It enables the Real-time infor-
mation and interlocking for loco pilots, ensuring
strict compliance with safety standards.

Since the IPL, I
haven't really played." "(In the) IPL
also, I was managing a lot of
stress and stuff like that. But it was
nice, was a good outing. Not in a
good way with the amount of
overs we fielded. But then still,
rolled my arm for a few overs, bat-
ted for a while. Could have con-
verted it for a bigger score, but
then I'm happy. The shoulder feels
much better now," said Parag to
reporters after the game ended in

a draw, with North Zone taking first
innings lead and sealing an entry
into the semi-finals. With
Abhimanyu Easwaran ruled out
due to fever on the eve of the
game, Parag captained East Zone
and made 39 in the team’s only
batting innings. He also bowled 22
overs in the second innings as
North Zone made 658/4. What
also caused Parag to bowl a lot of
overs was Mukesh Kumar not
bowling further after a hamstring
strain while Mohammed Shami
didn’t bowl on the final day due to
a cut on his toe.  "That was one of
the tough things to manage.
Shami bhaiya didn't bowl today,
Mukesh got injured in the first
innings, I'm coming back from an
injury so I had to bowl 20 overs.
Utkarsh (Singh), our non-bowler,
he had to bowl around 30 overs so

that did play a part for us in field-
ing a lot of overs but then nothing
we can do about it. We just take it
as a loss." "They played better
cricket, I got to give credit to that. I
feel we could have done better in
the first innings while bowling but
then we should have got at least
close to like 350 and then try to
restrict it." "But once we did not do
that, they had the lead of around
200 runs. Then, just the batters
batted really well and just took the
game away from us and the last
day was just formality, I think, for
them to get their milestones," he
added. With the domestic season
now on, Parag, amongst the
stand-bys for the upcoming Men’s
T20 Asia Cup, said he is hopeful of
breaking back into the national
set-up for the white-ball series in
Australia in October-November,
while aiming to make big runs for
his state Assam. "I was in the T20
set-up, then took a break for the
shoulder (injury), and stuff like that
happened. Ranji (Trophy) is com-
ing in, then the Australia tour is
coming in; if I get selected there, I
do that. Otherwise, I go back to
domestic and do what I've been
doing for the last two to three
years. Be top-scoring every single
game. Have a good IPL and play
for the country again."
